energy technologies to create new green-col-
lar job opportunities and dispel the myth
that “going green” will further harm
America’s struggling economy. 

In Northeastern Pennsylvania, the
Council held a press conference on green 
jobs with local green business owners, faith
leaders and a representative from Senator 
Bob Casey’s  office. Later that month, Global
Warming Policy Analyst Katie Feeney 
spoke as a panelist about green economic
opportunities that can help rebuild
Pennsylvania’s struggling manufacturing 
sector as part of the Alliance for American
Manufacturing’s “Keep it Made in America”
Town Hall tour in Wilkes-Barre and the
Lehigh Valley. 

In Western Pennsylvania, the Council 
was honored last October to be one of the
keynote speakers at the Donora Smog
Museum’s commemoration banquet for the
60th Anniversary of the Donora Smog. 
A few hundred miles north of Donora in

Erie, the Council partnered with Natural Resources Defense Council, the Erie Regional
Chamber and Growth Partnership and Mercyhurst College to hold a forum on the emerging
green economy with local business, environmental and union leaders. Using the momentum
from that initial event, the Council organized the first town hall with freshman member of
Congress, Rep. Kathy Dahlkemper, on how the emerging green economy can benefit Erie
and Pennsylvania. The
Council partnered with
NRDC, Pennenvironment
and a coalition of local
organizations for the town
hall which  drew 125 
citizens including State
Representatives Pat Harkins 
and John Hornaman of Erie. 

The Council traveled to
D.C. this February for the
2009 Good Jobs, Green
Jobs Conference and joined
with the United
Steelworkers and
Philadelphia’s Green
Economy Task Force to visit some U.S. Senators and Representatives from Pennsylvania. The
Council discussed green jobs, clean energy and the chances of seeing a climate change bill in
the 111th Congress. Meetings with such Congressman as Rep. Mike Doyle of Pittsburgh
and Rep. Christopher Carney of Northeast Pennsylvania leave the Council hopeful that the
environmental community can work with members of Congress to developing meaningful
cap and trade legislation that we may see as soon as Memorial Day.

Participants negotiate with each
other to devise new public transit
routes as a part of a “Dots and
Dashes” session put on at the
Academy of Natural Sciences on
October 15, 2008 by Clean Air
Council and the Delaware Valley
Regional Planning Commission
(DVRPC). DVRPC uses informa-
tion from “Dots and Dashes” events
to obtain community input 
concerning transit priorities 

for the region. Players are divided into groups and are charged with recommending transit projects
given a limited budget and other constraints faced by planning agencies.  The groups decide how
much of their budgets go towards improving the existing transit system and how much go
towards system expansion.  Among new construction projects, participants can choose rail routes,
bus routes or station improvements.

The Clean Air Council uses its large
membership base as an important tool in
its advocacy and having many members
has been key in a number of the
Council’s most important legal and 
legislative victories. Many of the
Council’s new members and activists are
recruited through the efforts of the
Councils outreach team better known as
“the canvass.” The canvass staff is com-
posed of retired professionals, students,
yoga instructors, and eco-activists who
work towards making the Council an
even more effective organization by educat-
ing the public about the Council’s pro-
grams, listening to community members
about their environmental concerns, and by
acquiring new supporters for the council. Equipped with clipboards and ambition the Council’s
canvass travels throughout New Jersey, Southeastern Pennsylvania, and Delaware. Listen for the
knock on your door, it just might be the Council.

Renewable Energy Pays in Delaware
The Council has been the lead environmen-
tal group pushing Delaware on alternative
energy and energy efficiency.  Currently,
Delaware has a goal of generating 300
megawatts of distributed renewable energy––
where electricity is generated from clean,
small-scale sources owned and operated by
residents or small businesses near where the
electricity is used.  This helps to reduce peak
load and eases congestion on the grid. 

The Clean Air Council has also been
working on an amendment to Delaware’s net
metering law. Under current Delaware law,

individuals who install renewable energy systems and put energy back into the grid forfeit
any positive balances remaining on their accounts at the end of the annual billing cycle, 
creating a disincentive. Under new draft legislation proposed by the Council, owners of
renewable energy systems will be allowed to retain the monetary benefits they generate,  
providing strong incentives to implement additional energy efficiency measures in the home by
increasing the net energy they will be paid for. For more information on the Council’s Delaware
energy work contact Jim Black at jblack@cleanair.org or 215.567.4004, ext.

Once the Council-sponsored net metering
bill is in place, Delaware utility companies will
have to pay customers that generate more
power than they consume retail price for the
power their system returns to the grid.

Investment in renewable energy, such as wind and solar, will
boost the shrinking manufacturing sector creating well-paying
green jobs across the country.
