Many Chester County Restaurant Owners Support Statewide Smoking Ban 
 
Recently, the Pennsylvania Restaurant Association reversed its position on smoking in 
public places, and now supports a ban on smoking in restaurants. 
 
David Magrogan, owner of the Kildare's Irish pub and restaurant chain, stated how a ban 
on smoking in restaurants would be reasonable as long as it applies equally to all 
establishments without exceptions. 
 
Other restaurant owners also echoed his ideas.  As time goes by, it will be important for 
restaurant workers to be attuned to the public policy climate and to be involved in the 
policy making process.
